Weõve started using a new labeling system in the library 

for our Jr. High grades. Because our library serves the 

needs of all grades Pre-K through 8, we need a variety 

of books to accommodate the wide ranges in reading 

maturity. The current book selection for our middle 

schoolers was in need of updating, and new titles were 

needed for growing our collection.  I have recently 

purchased a number of  fiction novels suitable for 

grades 6-8. Those books will contain a special label on 

the spine that reads YA (for Young Adult). Since books 

with that label have story lines and subject matter that 

is more appropriate for older grades, only grades 6-8 

will be allowed to check out books with the YA label on 

the spine.  All books with the YA label are age 

appropriate for grades 6+ and will still be labeled with 

the proper AR sticker if applicable. The changes in 

labeling are beginning to take place this week.
