From Our Pastoré 

Place 

Dear Parents of Christ the King School: 

It is hard to believe that another year is winding down. Thanks to all of you who have helped to make this a good 

year. One of the most important aspects of Catholic Schools other than faith and academics is the community. We have a 

wonderful parish and school community. As many of you know we are purchasing the Greystone Presbyterian Church property 

and the Little Red Schoolhouse Pre-School will become a part of Christ the King in the fall. These two events are very important 

to the future of our school and parish.  It is very important that we get as many people as possible from the school families to 

make a pledge.  As of this writing only 54 of our 274 families have made a pledge.  That makes up only 20%, which is not very 

good for a school our size. I know that times are hard, and many people are struggling.   

I want for you to imagine that half of you were not here. I know that sounds weird, but if other school families in the

not be able to be here.  Now the Bridge to Greystone project is not a major expansion in classes, but it is adding a pre-school, 

which has been needed for years. Several have voiced opinions that we need better classrooms for our Jr. High, and a practice 

facility for basketball and an indoor play area. Those are all options that we are considering, but we cannot even consider them 

ƛŦ ǿŜ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƎŜǘ ǘƘŜ ǇƭŜŘƎŜǎΦ  Whatever is built, we know we need 20,000 SF, which is the size of the Greystone building now. 

One of the problems of only 20% of families pledging is that it has already caused us to lose a couple of foundation 

grants (i.e. $$$ from other sources to help this cause), because part of the qualification is how many studentΩs families have 

participated.  Most expect at least 50% participation. ¢ƘŀǘΩǎ рл҈ ǇŀǊǘƛŎƛǇŀǘƛƻƴΣ ƴƻǘ рл҈  

of the funds. No monthly donation is too small, and even a one-time donation  

bumps up our participation percentage. Many private schools require gifts  

to an annual campaign. We do not do that as the parish subsidizes the  

school $400,000. I would ask you to please consider making a gift.  

Over five years, it can really amount to perhaps one less trip to  

Sonic per week. I am not asking you do anything that I have  

not done myself. Thank you and God bless.
